Two Spirit: A specific term for an Indigenous person who fulfills the traditional role
of the Third Gender. Also described as the Indigenous umbrella term for Queer.

. Transgender: Clinically known as Gender Dysphoria or Gender Incrugence. This is
_IJ an experience in which someone's gender identity diverges from the gender they
were assigned at birth. Can begin to be present as early as age 2.

Intersex: A medical term used to describe when a person's anatomy or reproductive
organs do not fit within the gender binary.

Agender: Without gender, or a person who does not identify with a gender.
